SYMPOSIUM PROCEEDINGS AND PUBLICATIONS: Guidelines
The modalities of bringing out the symposium proceedings were discussed with members of both NOC and IAC. Valuable inputs were received from the members who gave divergent views with genuine concerns, which are briefed below:
1. To go for publication of the full proceedings containing all presentations in the form of a book, as was the case in previous symposia.
2. To publish selected presentations in the form of mini-reviews in a journal. This will not cover all presentations and hence fragmentation which is not good for the future of the symposium meeting.
The main considerations debated were the reluctance on the part of participants to publish original work in low impact journals or proceedings because of the copyright issues. 

Taking into the various points and considering the cost factor, it has been decided to publish a proceedings book covering all presentations and symposium details, in place of the Abstract Book. Consequent upon fruitful negotiations with the Publisher of Fish Physiology and Biochemistry Journal to publish free of cost pages up to 180, selected invited lectures (keynote address, plenary lectures and oral presentations) after peer-reviewing will be published in the form of mini-reviews in FPB, as a Special Issue . 

Instructions

Proceedings Book: The registered participants are requested to submit online 2 page abstracts in English in the format circulated well in advance for compilation of the proceedings book for its circulation before the opening of the symposium. Since no editing will be done, the authors are requested to adhere to the guidelines.

Page limits

Proceedings book: Extended abstract-2 pages

Journal Special Issue: The invited speakers of the symposium are requested to prepare manuscripts (English) in mini-review format as per the guidelines of Fish Physiology and Biochemistry Journal, to be downloaded from the Journal site. The manuscripts should be submitted latest on day 1 of the symposium. A hard copy and soft copy of the manuscript should be submitted to the designated persons at the registration desk. Since the time factor is a constraint for elaborate editing and revision, the authors are requested to prepare the manuscript, adhering to all points in the instruction manual of the Journal. It is intended to complete the first phase peer review during the symposium period. The peer-reviewed manuscripts will be submitted to the Journal Editorial Manager for further processing. The finally accepted manuscripts will be published in early 2012. Since the Publisher has set the time slot, the guest editors will be under pressure to keep the time schedule. Hence it is imperative that all manuscripts should be submitted and processed in one go. Therefore, late submissions will be very politely declined.
